GOVERNI NG COUNCI L OF UNI TED NATI ONS COMPENSATI ON COWM SSI ON
APPROVES AWARDS OF OVER US$16.2 BI LLI ON FOR
COVPENSATI ON AT I TS THI RTY- SEVENTH SESSI ON

The Governing Council of the United Nations Conpensation
Conmi ssi on, under the Presidency of Anbassador Hans J. Hei nemann (the
Net herl ands), has today approved awards of US$16, 239, 554, 498 for
conpensati on. The del egations of Kuwait, lraq, Iran and Jordan
addressed the fifteen-nenber Governing Council at its opening plenary

meet i ng.

The Council approved eight reports and reconmendations of the
panel s of Commi ssioners concerning clainms in categories “A’ (clains of
i ndi viduals for departure from Kuwait or Iraq) and “E’" (cl ai ns of
corporations, other private legal entities and public sector

enterprises):

The special report and recomrendati ons nade by the “Dl” panel of
Conmi ssi oners involves 223 category “A” clains submtted on
behal f of individuals by the Government of Bosnia and

Her zegovi na. OF these, 203 clains were approved by the Counci
for conpensation, with a total award val ue of US$812, 000. The
Council noted that the clains satisfy the criteria for the
acceptance of late-filed clains due to the existence of a war
situation or civil disorder and evidence of a prior attenpt to

file the claimse within the relevant filing deadlines;

The fourth instal nent of category “E1l” clains (oil sector clains)
involved four clainms filed on behalf of corporations by three
Governnents. After extensive discussion, which conmenced at the
thirty-sixth session of the Governing Council in June 2000, three

claims filed by two Governnents were approved by the Council for
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conpensation, with a total award val ue of US$15, 944, 472, 380. O
this, US$15, 922,505,120 was awarded to the Kuwait Petrol eum
Cor poration and US$21, 967,260 to the Arabian O | Conpany of

Japan;

The fifth instal nent of category “E2” clains (non-Kuwaiti clains,
excluding oil sector, construction/engineering and export
guarantee and insurance clains) involved 48 clainms filed on
behal f of corporations by 18 Governnents and one claimdirectly
submtted by the corporation. O these, 20 clains filed by 12
Governnents were approved by the Council for conpensation, with a
total award val ue of US$102, 210, 116

The tenth instal nent of category “E3” (non-Kuwaiti
construction/engineering clains) clains involved 17 clains filed
on behal f of corporations by 10 Governnents. O these, six
clainms filed by five governnments were approved by the Council for

conpensation, with a total award val ue of US$17, 070,675

The fourteenth instal nent of category “E3” clains involved 17
claims filed on behalf of corporations by 10 Governnments. O
these, nine clains filed by five governnments were approved by the
Council for conpensation, with a total award val ue of

US$3, 922, 986;

The fifteenth instal nent of category “E3” clains involved 16
claims filed on behalf of corporations by 10 Governments. O
these, seven clainms filed by five governments were approved by
the Council for conmpensation, with a total award val ue of
US$496, 974;

The eighth instal nent of category “E4” (Kuwaiti clainms, excluding
oil sector clains) clainms involved 119 clains filed on behal f of
corporations by the Governnent of Kuwait. O these, 117 clains
were approved by the Council for conpensation, with a total award
val ue of US$88, 799, 956



The tenth instal nent of category “E4” clainms involved 126 cl ains
filed on behalf of corporations by the Governnent of Kuwait. O
these, 125 clainms were approved by the Council for conpensation
with a total award val ue of US$81, 769, 411.

The Council discussed a progress report of the Executive
Secretary on the activities of the Commi ssion. The report addressed

claims processing and the paynent of approved cl ai ns.

The Council further discussed the report of the Executive
Secretary on the distribution of paynents awarded, the transparency of

the distribution process, and the return of undistributed funds.

To date, the Comm ssion has awarded conpensation of over US$31.9
billion, including the awards approved in this session; over US$8.1
billion of the ampunt awarded has been made avail able to governnents
and international organizations for distribution to successfu
claimants in all categories of clains.
